Working with our client’s strategic partner, we supplied a HHIMOINSA HBW-400-T5 - a 405kVA
prime-rated back- up generator. We also conducted a fully-remote 4 hour Factory Acceptance
Test schedule, with colleagues dialling in from St Helena, Spain & the UK to demonstrate &
ensure the unit met the stringent customer specification prior to shipping. We also designed &
supplied a custom flue which was shipped in kit form to be assembled on site along with a
matching automatic transfer switch.

Once our client's local engineering team had installed the equipment, our engineer travelled to
site & fully tested & commissioned the unit in coordination with the other power upgrades
conducted at the time.
